AC TRANSIT STRIKE SURVEY

A survey taken by BART indicates.that of an estimated 12,000
regular bus commuters now riding BART during the extended AC Transit

strike, 1,500 daily riders may continue riding BART.

This was one of the findings of major interest to BART manage-
ment, who in early December requested Management Information Associates

of San Francisco to survey strikebound AC Transit riders using BART.

The market research firm based its findings on a large sample
of regular AC Transit commuters interviewed at five BART stations
registering large patronage increases during the strike: Berkeley,

MacArthur, Fruitvale in the East Bay and Embarcadero and Montgomery

in San Francéisco.

"The strike gave us an opportunity to do some research into why
bus riders now using BART weren't using BART before the strike, and
how they were reacting to BART in general," said BART's Marketing &
Communications Director Diane Levine. "We immediately lengthened our
peak-hour trains to accommodate the sudden influx of AC Transit com-—

muters as best we could."

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Concord/Daly City and Fremont/Daly City line trains were
increased from seven to ten cars, and all Richmond/Fremont line

trains from five to seven cars during commute hours.

"Unfortunately, due to present safety restrictions, we could
not increase the number of trains during the strike," said Levine.
"Not surprisingly, the survey indicates that we should be able to
attract many more bus commuters on a permanent basis when we can
decrease crowding by increasing the number of trains,”

Of over 380 bus riders surveyed, 19 percent said they intended
to stay with BART after the strike primarily because of its speed,
comfort and convenience, in that order, Interestingly, about 20 per-
cent of these people said they would try riding the bus to work and

riding BART home.

As might be expected, over 75 percent of the riders indicated
they would return to commuting on AC Transit after the strike,
primarily because of convenience in getting to work. Bus stops
close to their homes, and also close to work for East Bay employees,
was clearly the major concern. Second, was the lesser cost of bus
fare.l Third, was the direct bus routes to San Francisco for trans-
bay commuters, as opposed to transferring on BART at MacArthur
Station from the Richmond line to San Francisco-bound trains.

Crowded trains and reliability were also a concern.

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"For the riders, AC Transit is preferred to BART in ratings
of convenience, cost, overall travel time and on-time arrivals,"
said Levine. "It means that AC Transit not only offers very good
service, but they are also much more accessible to their riders

than BART is.”

Levine noted, however, that improvements in BART service
scheduled for this Spring should make rapid transit more comfortable
and less crowded for both East Bay and transbay service. The improve-

ments planned include additional trains, direct Richmond/Daly City

‘ service, and shorter times between trains.

NEW BART SHUTTLE IN HAYWARD

A new shuttle service between the BART Hayward Station and the
new Alameda County Hall of Justice building in Hayward will begin

operating Monday, January 16, from 7:30 a.m. to 6 p.m. weekdays.

The shuttle is free and available to anyone who wants to use it
to travel\non—stop between BART and the Hall of Justice on Amador
Street in ﬁhe Winton AQenue Government complex. Other stops may
eventually be added to the five-minute trip if there is sufficent

demand‘from the riders.

The new shuttle - as yet unnamed-- is a joint BART/Alameda County
project with initial funding of $175,000 on a two-~year experimental
basis. A grant of TDA funds (State transit subsidy monies) to BART
provides 75% of the funding, with the remaining 25% coming out of

Alameda County's general fund.

The shuttle will be run by the Bay Area Limousine Service, a

BART'S IMPACT ON BAY AREA REVIEWED

WASHINGTON, D.C.'(January 19)--~Frank C. Herringer, General
Manager of the San Francisco Bay Area Rapid Transit (BART) System

today took issue with some of the transit system's academic critics.

Speaking before the Transit Research Board (TRB) in
Washington, D.C., Herringer said that while a system such as BART
may not be suited for any other city, it is a reasonable and
‘ successful response to the unique ~requireme1;1ts and desires of

the San Francisco Bay Area.

One major citicism Herringer challenged was the claim of
some theoreticians that BART has had no effect on regional

development.

He said BART was designed and built along already well-
established corridors to ﬁelp preserve and enhance the environment
and a life style that is unique to the Bay:Area. This meant, not
only the preservation of open spaces, but also the encouragemeht
of appropriate development clustered near, or with easy accessibility

to, BART systems.

"And there\is strong evidence to indicate that BART in fact
has done and continues to do just that,” Herringer said. "In
the City of San Francisco alone 34 major office buildings provid-
ing 16’million}square feet of space have been added since 1965.
This represents about 40% of all office space in San Francisco,

And another seven million square feet is planned for the downtown

area."

Herringer noted that a real estate trade magazine recently
published an article which credited BART with influencing more
than two billion dollars worth of new and commercial development

construction near or adjacent to its lines.

Herringer also commented on BART's impact on congestions:
"While BART has provided essential new capacity, it has not
reduced traffic congestion. ' Congestion in the Bay Area exists,
as it does to an equal or greater degree in New York, Paris, London,
Mexico City and virtually every other major city in the world

with good transit.

"Rnowledgable transportation analysts recognize ‘that reduction
in congestion is not an achievable goal," he said. "It is legitimate
and deserved to criticize the early promoters of BART for suggest-
ing something that could not reasonably be expected to happen.

It is not, however, legitimate to criticize BART for not accomplish-

ing something that any competent professional knows should not
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have been expected in the first place."

In terms of ridership in general, Herringer'noted a continu-

'ing growth trend. This paét year ridership was approximately

36 million trips representing a 5.5% .increase over the previous year's

34 million trips—-without any service expansions. This was ahead of

‘the national trend which for the same period rose .5%.

"BART is right for San Francisco," Herringer said. He said -

it has already become an integral part of the excellent public

 transit network in the Bay Area and complements the focus of new

development in the manner called for by <¢ity and regional plans.

' "The topography and the life style of this unique region makes

.the BART concept the inevitable solution to the understandable '

desire to 'preserve and enhance'."

BART ENTERS SECOND MONTH OF REGULAR
SATURDAY SERVICE - BACK TO NORMAL FARES

As BART begins its second month of regular Saturday service

this Saturday, February 4, fares will return to normal.

The special 50-cent maximum fare BART featured for the four
Saturdays during January, which was primarily an introductory offer

to the new service, will be discontinued.

BART Director John Glenn of Fremont said thé impact of the
50~-cent fare will now go through an evaluation process in terms of
its effect ag a ridership incentive, and cost effectiveness and
be reviewed by the District Board's Administration Committee, which
he chairs. "I've always been convinced that a single flat fare
would increase our off-peak ridership and revenues more effectively

than our current graduated fares are doing."

He said that in the short term the flat fare could be applied
to non-commute hour travel only. Then eventually as BART increases
its capacity to carry more people during the commute period, apply

the flat fare for the entire operating day.

other and thus benefit the public at laige."

After offering Saturday service on a temporary basis during
the holiday season for the last three years, BART moved permanently
into regular six day service, beginning on January 7. Ridership
averaged 73,626 for the four Saturdays in January, compared to an
average 64,820 for the seven Saturdays from last November 19 through
December 31l. A new high mark fo; Saturday ridership was set on
January 21 with 81,992 riders, eclipsing the previous high mark
of 78,392 riders on December 10. Both‘Satufday marks were set

during the AC Transit strike, which BART research analysts estimate

added approximately 17% to ridership on those days.

Glenn said he will continue to press for the 50-cent flat fare

and 50~cent minimum graduated fare for both weekdays and Saturdays. .

clerk via a newly-installed telecommunications deévice in the Informa-

" " tion Center. The deaf caller must be fxsing the same device on his

end of the line, however.

The new service works this way: when 839—2220 rings in the BART
Information Center, the clerk immediately attaqhes the telephone
receiver to thé new telecommunications device, called a "Pofta—
Printer." The compact Porta-Prihter is smaller than an eléctric

_portable typewriter and‘has a keyboard Verj similar to ﬁhe standérd

typewriter keyboard.

The deaf caller mefely types out 'his or her message on his own
Por#avPrinter -— there are approximately 2,000 of them in the Bay Aréa
presently being used by individuals or various organizations Ané
agencies. The caller's message is typed out on a papér roll similar

to that gsed on a calculating machine.

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"’ Manufactured by Krown Research in Los Angeles, the Porta-Printer
is an evolutionary spinoff of the good old Western Union teletype
machine which revolutionized the newspaper industry. Its particular
advantage over other models is that it provides permanent paper
records of calls for both parties. On the way in the not-too-distant
futureAare more compact devices —- reportedly smaller than a pocket

calculator —-- which will fit right into the receiver, keyboard and all.

BART's Information Center receives upward of 2,000 calls daily.
Up to 11 telephone information clerks are kept busy during the peék
hours answering calls in English, Spanish and Chinese. The bulk of
the information requests concern bus and BART connections with A.C.
. Transit and Muni, as well as BART's own five express bus lines to

17 communities in outlying Contra Costa and Alameda counties.

BART RECEIVES FUNDS FROM LAW SUIT SETTLEMENT

The Bay Area Rapid Transit (BART) District has received $13.7
million as the final cash portion of the overall settlement on its
lawsuit against Parsons, Brinckerhoff, Tudor-Bechtel; Rohr Industries,

Inc.; Westinghouse and Bulova.

BART received the cash portion of the settlémenﬁ yesterday,
Tuesday, March 14, through a special escrow account set‘up by all

parties to the action.

Directors of the transit district approved the settlement of
the three-year old law suit on December 8, 1977. Under terms of the
agreement the net cash valuerf the overall settlement to BART is
<$28,700,000 which includes the release of claims against the District.
In addition, BART has received aécess to documents describing the
equipment of the system, patent licensesy, and consultation on technical

matters.

BART General Manager Frank C. Herringer said that the money will

ultimately be applied to various capital projects that are essential

to improving the reliability of the system.

BART'S ADMINISTRATION COMMITTEE OKAYS
DISTRICT'S 1978/79 GOALS & OBJECTIVES

The BART Board's Administration Committee today reviewed and
recommended to the full Board approval of the District's goals énd
objectives for the coming fiscal year, among which was to institute
regular Sunday service by July 1, 1978, subject to approval by the

California Public Utilities Commission.

The Committee, which is chaired by Director John Glenn of
Fremont also approved the objective of increasing Saturday operations

. to provide full 18 hour service by September 1, 1978.

Currently BART's Saturday trains operate on a l5-~hour schedule

from 9 a.m. to midnight.

Other objectives passed along to the full Board for approval
include increasing the number of trains on the system during peak
commute travel hours to 46, with a view to reducing crowded trains,
and increasing the average weekday patron trips by 12 percent

between December 1977 and December 1978.

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Also approved by the Committee was the recommendation that
the Board give not%ce of withdrawal from the Social Security System.
If approved by the full Board, there would be a two-year waiting
period during which time a thorough evaluation of the advantages
and disadvantages of participation in the Social Security System,
as well as other options, would be undertaken., The District could
rescind the notice of intent to withdraw at any time during the

two year waiting period.

Other members of the BART Board's Administration Committee
include Directors Robert Allen of Livermore and Arthur Shartsis

FINAL CONSTRUCTION TO BEGIN ON BART
FREMONT STATION PARKING ADDITION

BART is now preparing to begin the final construction phase
of the supplemental parking area for the Fremont Station, it was

announced today by BART Director John Glenn.

Before work begins, scheduled for April 10, BART will grade
and fence off an area behind Washington Hospital to provide temporary
parking until the new lot is completed in September. BART is leasing

_the area from the hospital for $1 for the six month period.

Glenn praised the cooperative effort on the part of Washington

Hospital and BART to provide a benefit to the public at minimal cost.

Construction on the new lot first began last June with the
filling of a portion of the Tyson Lagoon and has since been providing
over 300 additional parking spaces for Fremont Station patrons during
the seﬁtling period. Whén completed the total number of spaces for

this station will be approximately 1,000. -

I'm very pleased to see this project'reqch its. final phase,” Glenn
said, "because it represents another important step toward improved

‘ transit access.”

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He said that the new lot will alse include a "Bus=to-BART

intermodal transfer facility which is’planned to accommodate 12

buses on the east side of the station, thus reéducing traffic

congestion on the west side.

Funding for the,new,parking Facility, which will cost

‘_$590,605 when completed, is being provided‘by Federal Aid Urban

Highways (FAU), contributing 83 percent of"éonstruction costs’
with the remaining 17 percent coming from Transportation Development

Act monies through the Metropolitan Transportation Commission.

Glenn, who worked closely with the>Ci£y of Fremont ih helping
to gulde the project to fruition during 1ts 1nceptlon, noted that

BART and Alameda County have been leaders in the use of FAU funds

for trsnslt purposes.
