GENERAL INFORMATION
The SAN FRANCISCO BAY AREA RAPID TRANSIT DISTRICT, Oakland, California, is advertising for Bids for WAYFINDING IMPROVEMENTS PHASE II, Contract No. 59CT-110A, on or about Tuesday,  February 25, 2014 with Bid Opening on Tuesday,  April 8, 2014.
DESCRIPTION OF WORK TO BE PERFORMED

The Base Bid Work, in general, consists of all labor, materials, equipment and accessories necessary to complete the wayfinding improvements at 16 BART Stations.  Work consists of designing, furnishing, and installing wayfinding improvements including electrical, communications, and structural, removing existing signs and supports, and restoration of finishes.  Work also includes lead paint and asbestos surveys/assessments and abatement. Optional work as follows: 
Option 1:  Provide illuminated cabinet signs at Lafayette and Orinda Stations.  Sign Types shall be B1a, B1c, B2b, B2c, D1 and D6, quantity and locations as indicated on the Contract Drawings.  Work consists of designing, furnishing, and installing wayfinding improvements including electrical, structural, removing existing signs and supports, installing new signs, and restoration of finishes.

Option 2:  Provide illuminated Station ID Pylons at North Concord/Martinez, Concord, Pleasant Hill/Contra Costa Centre, Walnut Creek, Lafayette, Orinda, Richmond, El Cerrito del Norte and El Cerrito Plaza Stations.  Sign Type shall be A1, quantity and locations as indicated on the Contract Drawings. Work consists of designing, furnishing, and installing wayfinding improvements including electrical, structural, trenching, and restoration of pavement finishes.

Option 3:  Provide illuminated Station ID Pylons at 12th St/Oakland City Center, Montgomery St., Civic Center/UN Plaza, San Bruno and Dublin/Pleasanton Stations.  Sign Type shall be A1, quantity and locations as indicated on the Contract Drawings.  Work consists of designing, furnishing, and installing wayfinding improvements including electrical, structural, trenching, and restoration of pavement finishes.

Option 4:  Provide Variable Message – Real Time Display Assemblies.   Sign Type shall be C1, quantity and locations as indicated on the Contract Drawings.  Work consists of designing, furnishing, and installing wayfinding improvements including electrical, structural, and communications.

Option 5:  Provide illuminated station identification signs at 12th St/Oakland City Center Station.  Sign Type shall be 3a, quantity and locations as indicated on the Contract Drawings.  Work consists of designing, furnishing, and installing wayfinding improvements including electrical, structural, and installing new signs.

Option 6:  Provide illuminated cabinet signs at Embarcadero Station.  Sign Types shall be B1a, B1c, B1d, B1e, B1g and B2b, quantity and locations as indicated on the Contract Drawings.  Work consists of designing, furnishing, and installing wayfinding improvements including electrical, structural, removing existing signs and supports, installing new signs, and restoration of finishes.

Option 7:  Provide illuminated cabinet signs and kiosks at San Bruno and Dublin/Pleasanton Stations.  Sign Types shall be A3a, A4, A4a, B1a, B1b, B1c, B1d, B1e, B2c, D1, D3, D7, F1, and F2, quantity and locations as indicated on the Contract Drawings.  Work consists of designing, furnishing, and installing wayfinding improvements including electrical, structural, removing existing signs and supports, installing new signs, and restoration of finishes.

The estimated value of this Contract is $ 7.5 Million              to $     8.5 Million   .

The San Francisco Bay Area Rapid Transit District are inviting prospective Bidders to attend the following pre-Bid meeting and  site visits:

· Pre-Bid meeting:  A pre-Bid meeting will be held on Thursday, March 13, 2014. The pre-Bid meeting will convene at 9.00 a.m. at the District's Offices, at Conference Room No. 1700, 17th Floor at 300 Lakeside Drive, Oakland, California.  At the pre-Bid meeting, the District’s Disadvantaged Business Enterprise (DBE) participation policy will be explained and DBE opportunities discussed.

· First site visit: Thursday, March 13, 2014.  A conducted inspection tour of the Jobsites will immediately follow the pre-Bid meeting.  The first site visit will be to the 12th St./Oakland City Center, Montgomery St. and Powell Stations.

· Additional day of site visits: Friday, March 14, 2014. The additional site visits will convene at 9:30 a.m. at the Concord Station for the morning visits and 1:00 p.m. at the Richmond Station for the afternoon visits. The morning site visits will be to Concord and North Concord. The afternoon site visits will be to Richmond and El Cerrito del Norte.
Interested prospective Bidders are requested to confirm their intention to attend by notifying the District’s Contract Administrator Sunni Gunawardena, telephone 510 464-6550 prior to the date of the scheduled  pre-Bid meeting and site tours. Both days of these site visits are highly recommended.
There will be a Matchmaking Session for the Contract.  The Office of Civil Rights will notify the Bidders of the time, date and location of the Pre-Bid Matchmaking sessions. 
At the time of Contract Award, the Bidder must have a valid California State Contractor's license, Classification A General Engineering, and be in good standing with the Contractors’ State License Board.
