NOTICE IS HEREBY GIVEN that sealed Bids will be received until the hour of 2:00 p.m., Tuesday,
April 29, 2014,  at the District Secretary’s Office, 23rd. Floor, 300 Lakeside Drive, Oakland, California 94612 (mailing address:  P.O. Box 12688, Oakland, California, 94604-2688) for Emergency Restoration, Preventive  Maintenance, Non-Emergency Repair and Seismic Relocation Work of the Commercial Fiber Optic and Wireless Network, Contract No.6M7220. Such Bids will be opened publicly and announced at the said hour and date in the 23rd Floor Conference Room No. 2382T, Kaiser Center Building, 300 Lakeside Drive, Oakland, California.  Bids will thereafter be accepted or rejected by the District.  The Bidders are responsible to ensure their Bids are received at the time and location specified.

Bidders should note that this Contract is subject to the District’s Small Business Program that includes a preference of 5% of the total Bid Price for the Base Bid plus Option Year 1 and Option Year 2 of the lowest responsible Bidder, up to a maximum of $250,000, for a certified Small Business Prime Contractor submitting a Bid on this Contract.  Bidder’s attention is directed to the Instructions to Bidders Paragraphs 7.I and 14.B.1 and Supplementary Conditions Article SC7.4, which set forth the District’s Small Business Program requirements. Inquiries regarding the District’s Small Business Program shall be directed to the District’s Office of Civil Rights, 300 Lakeside Drive, 18th Floor, Oakland, CA 94612, Telephone at (510) 464-6100, or to BART’s Website at:  www.bart.gov/ocr.  

The time for receipt of Bids may be extended by the District's General Manager, or authorized representative, from the above-stated Bid Opening date.  Notice of such extension will be published at least once in a newspaper of general circulation in the District, which publication will be at least ten (10) Days before Bids are formally received and opened.

BIDDERS MAY OBTAIN INFORMATION ON THE STATUS OF THE AWARD OF THIS CONTRACT BY CHECKING THE BART WEBSITE: http://www.bart.gov/aboutbod/meetings.aspx FOR CONTRACTS SCHEDULED TO BE PRESENTED BY STAFF TO THE BART BOARD FOR AWARD CONSIDERATION.

The Work includes furnishing all labor, materials, equipment and services for the Emergency Restoration, Preventive Maintenance, Non-Emergency Repair and Seismic Relocation Work as described below.  The Work will be accomplished by task orders.
Emergency Restoration: The work under this Contract includes the immediate mobilization of the Contractor, upon notification by BART, of interruption in service in any part of its commercial fiber optic or wireless system network due to an accident, derailment, or other unforeseen events in the BART right-of-way.  The Contractor’s designated representative is to be on site within two (2) hours of notification. The Contractor and BART representatives will determine and agree on the required effort for the emergency restoration work before the Contractor mobilizes manpower, materials and equipment to commence the work. The Contractor shall provide emergency restoration services on a stand-by basis for twenty-four (24) hours a day, 365 days of the year.  

Preventive Maintenance, Non-Emergency Repair Work and Seismic Relocation Work: Preventive maintenance consists of periodic inspections of the fiber and wireless infrastructures as described in the Summary of Work.  Non-Emergency Repair Work will be performed on a non-emergency basis and is defined as work not addressed in the Emergency Restoration and Preventive Maintenance Work.  The Seismic Relocation Work will require relocation of some egress facilities as required by BART’s Earthquake Safety Program. 

The Work shall be authorized on a Task Order basis under a one-year Contract (Base period), subject to the termination provisions of the Contract.  The District reserves the option to extend the term of the Contract for up to two additional one-year periods by executing a Change Order pursuant to Article SC4.1 (Changes) of the Supplementary Conditions.  The District does not guarantee that any minimum amount of services will be authorized under this Contract.

The estimated value of this Contract is between $1,500,000 to $1,900,000 for three years.
Upon award of this Contract, the Contractor must be capable of immediately performing any emergency restoration activity within the BART system including restricted areas. Therefore, all Bidders are required to successfully pass BART security procedures in accordance with the technical requirements.  The security procedures are defined in the Non-Disclosure Agreement for Release of Security Sensitive Information for Construction which is discussed below.  Bidders that fail to pass the required security procedures shall not be considered for award. 

Any prospective Bidder intending to participate in the bidding process must sign a Non-Disclosure Agreement for Release of Security Sensitive Information (SSI) for Construction (NDA) with the District.  The definition of SSI is defined in the NDA which is included in the Bid Documents or may be obtained from the Office of the District Secretary at the address contained herein.       
Prospective Bidders must provide the District with a list of all individuals anticipated to be granted access to Security Sensitive Information (SSI) and/or perform any construction work in restricted areas in the BART system.  A deposit in the form of a certified or cashier's check, valid for at least six (6) months, drawn in favor of the San Francisco Bay Area Rapid Transit District in the amount of five thousand dollars ($5,000) as guarantee of compliance with the conditions of the NDA  is required.  If the Contract is not executed within the period that the certified check or cashier’s check is valid, the prospective Bidder shall, as necessary, extend the effective date of the certified or cashier’s check.  If the prospective Bidder does not extend the effective date of the certified or cashier’s check, the District will cash the certified or cashier’s check and hold the cash as a guaranty deposit until all SSI is returned or the Contract is executed.  
Prospective Bidders shall attach to the NDA a copy of government issued photo identification (ID), preferably a driver's license, for each listed individual.  The executed NDA, the required $5,000.00 deposit, IDs and the Social Security Numbers (listed only in Exhibit A-1 of the Agreement), must be received by the District Secretary at the address contained herein and submitted with the Bidder’s Bid.

In order to protect the confidentiality of prospective Bidder’s confidential information, the prospective Bidder is requested to hand deliver to the District Secretary at the address contained herein, two sealed envelopes as follows:  In one sealed and opaque envelope labeled “Confidential Information and SSI for Contract No. 6M7220,” enclose the IDs and Exhibits A-1 and A-2 to the NDA. In the other sealed and opaque envelope labeled “NDA and check for Contract No. 6M7220,” enclose the certified or cashier’s check and the NDA (excluding the IDs, and Exhibits A-1 and A-2).  

Prospective Bidders attention is directed to Section 6 of the NDA  that requires, before prospective Bidder discloses any SSI to a third party (Subcontractors, Suppliers, Consultants and other third parties), such third party must execute the Third Party Non-Disclosure Agreement for Release of SSI for Construction (Third Party NDA) and complete a security screening.  The Third Party NDA is included in the Bid Documents or may be obtained from the Office of the District Secretary at the address contained herein and submitted prior to the Bid date. 

Such third party must provide the District with a list of all individuals anticipated to be granted access to SSI and/or perform any construction work in restricted areas in the BART system.  The third party shall attach to the Third Party NDA a copy of government issued photo identification (ID), preferably a driver's license, for each listed individual.  The executed Third Party NDA, IDs and the Social Security Numbers (listed only in Exhibit A-1 of the Third Party NDA) must be received by the District Secretary at the address contained herein and submitted with the Bidder’s Bid.

In order to protect the confidentiality of the third party’s confidential information, the third party is requested to hand deliver to the District Secretary at the address contained herein, two sealed envelopes as follows:  In one sealed and opaque envelope labeled “Third Party - Confidential Information and SSI for Contract No. 6M7220,” enclose the IDs and Exhibits A-1 and A-2 to the Third Party NDA.  In the other sealed and opaque envelope labeled “Third Party NDA for Contract No. 6M7220,” enclose the Third Party NDA (excluding the IDs, Exhibits A-1 and A-2).  

The District will protect all confidential information from unauthorized disclosure.  The IDs, and Social Security Numbers will be used only for a law enforcement check to compare the names against a Terrorist Watch List.  Only individuals who pass the Security Clearance will be allowed access to the SSI and/or perform any construction work in restricted areas in the BART system.  It is anticipated that within fourteen (14) calendar Days after receipt of the executed NDA and Third Party NDA, if applicable, IDs and Social Security Numbers, the District will notify the prospective Bidders and third parties about the results of the Security Clearance.  Such notification will be sent to the address provided by the prospective Bidder and third party in Exhibit A-2 of the NDA and Third Party NDA in a manner that provides verification of receipt.  The District will include Exhibit A-2 with the notification.  The District will return the $5,000.00 deposit to prospective Bidders who have not passed the Security Clearance.  The District will destroy confidential information provided by prospective Bidders and third parties following completion of the Security Screening process.
The District retains ownership of all SSI.  Following execution of the Contract, the District will notify all unsuccessful Bidders of this action and request that all SSI be returned to the District within thirty (30) calendar Days from the date of the request.  The District will return the $5,000.00 deposit to unsuccessful Bidders upon return of the SSI to the District and verification of a firm's compliance with the terms of the Agreement.
A pre-Bid meeting will be held on Friday, April 11, 2014.  The pre-Bid meeting will convene at 1:30 p.m. at the District's Offices, at 300 Lakeside Drive, Room 1700, 17th Floor, Oakland, CA.  At the pre-Bid meeting the District’s Small Business Program will be explained.  Prospective Bidders are requested to make every effort to attend this only scheduled pre-Bid meeting.  
Bids shall be submitted in accordance with, and subject to, the conditions contained in the Instructions to Bidders contained in the Contract Book to which prospective Bidders are referred.

Bid Documents may be obtained from the District Secretary’s Office, San Francisco Bay Area Rapid Transit District, in person on the 23rd Floor at 300 Lakeside Drive, Oakland, California 94612, or by mail at P.O. Box 12688, Oakland, California 94604-2688.  Documents requested by mail will be packaged and sent postage paid.  Requests must be accompanied by either cash, check, or postal money order drawn in favor of the San Francisco Bay Area Rapid Transit District in the following amount, which includes any applicable sales tax, and is not refundable:

Bidders are informed that all of these documents will be required in the preparation of Bids.  Each Bid shall be on a prescribed Bid Form and shall be for the entire Contract including all Bid Items.

The District may reject any and all Bids.

At the time of submitting a Bid, the Bidder must have a valid State Contractor's license, Classification
C-10 Electrical License, and be in good standing with the Contractors' State License Board.  If the Bidder is a joint venture, each of the joint venturers must have a current, active license in good standing to act separately in the capacity of a Contractor within the State, in accordance with Section 7029 and 7029.1 of the State Business and Professions Code or the Bid may be rejected.  Also, if the Bidder is a Joint Venture, the Bidder may submit its valid State Contractor’s license number, classification, and expiration date with the Bid but shall submit such information no later than 2 PM on Friday of the week following the date of Bid opening to the Contract Administrator at the address indicated in the Instructions to Bidders.  Any Bid submitted by a Specialty Contractor must be in compliance with Section 7059 of the State Business and Professions Code.

All work shall be performed in accordance with the Laws of the State of California.

Special attention is directed to Division 2, Part 7, Chapter 1, Article 2 of the State Labor Code concerning wages.  Contractor and each Subcontractor shall pay to all workers employed on the Work not less than the prevailing rate of wages as determined by the Director of the State Department of Industrial Relations. Pursuant to Section 1773 of the State Labor Code, the District has obtained from the Director of the State Department of Industrial Relations the general prevailing rate of per diem wages and the general prevailing rate for holiday and overtime work in the locality(ies) in which the Work is to be performed and has copies available upon request from the Procurement Department, 300 Lakeside Drive, 17th Floor, Oakland, CA 94612.

Special attention is directed to Article GC7.1.2 of the General Conditions outlining Contractor's responsibilities for affirmative action relating to Fair Employment Practices.

Bidders’ attention is directed to the Instructions to Bidders Paragraph 7.G entitled Financial Contribution Limitations.  This Paragraph details each Bidder's responsibility for complying with BART Board of Directors Rule regarding financial contribution limitations.

Bidder's attention is directed to General Conditions Article GC9.7.1.1 which permits the substitution of securities by Contractor for any monies retained by the District to insure performance under this Contract.

Bidder’s attention is directed to the Declaration of Eligibility for Small Business Preference which is included in the Bid Form.

Each Bid shall be accompanied by a Bidder's Security equal to at least ten percent (10%) of the total Bid Price for the Base Bid which shall remain in full force and effect for the period of time stated in the Instructions to Bidders, Paragraph 7.E.  The Bidder’s Security must be in the form of cash, a cashier’s check, a certified check, a Bidder’s Bond, or a combination thereof.  The Bidder to whom the Contract is awarded shall furnish specified Certificates of Insurance. Such Bidder shall also furnish a Performance Bond and a Labor and Materials Bond (Payment Bond), each in an amount not less than one-hundred percent (100%) of the Contract Price.  Bonds shall be on forms provided by the District and shall be executed as surety by a corporation or corporations authorized to issue surety bonds in the State of California, as an admitted surety insurer and acceptable to the District.
