NOTICE IS HEREBY GIVEN that sealed Bids will be received until the hour of 2:00 p.m., Tuesday, October 9th, 2018, by hand delivery or special delivery, at the District Secretary’s Office, 23rd. Floor, 300 Lakeside Drive, Oakland, California 94612, for: STATION EMERGENCY LIGHTING, Contract No. 15II-120. Such Bids will be opened publicly and announced at the said hour and date in the 23rd Floor Conference Room No. 2382T, Kaiser Center Building, 300 Lakeside Drive, Oakland, California. Bids will thereafter be accepted or rejected by the District. The Bidders are responsible to ensure their Bids are received at the time and location specified.

The time for receipt of Bids may be extended by the District's General Manager, or authorized representative, from the above-stated Bid Opening date. Notice of such extension will be published at least once in a newspaper of general circulation in the District, which publication will be at least ten (10) Days before Bids are formally received and opened.

This Contract is subject to the District’s Small Business (“SB”) Participation Program that includes a preference for Bidders who meet or exceed the Local SB (“LSB”) Subcontractor participation goal of: Twenty-Five Percent (25%) of the total Bid Price excluding the prescribed Allowances established for this Contract in the designated Bid Schedule Form.

Bidders that meet or exceed the LSB Subcontractor participation goal will be eligible for a Bid preference of Five Percent (5%) of the Bid Price of the lowest responsible Bidder’s total Bid price up to a maximum of $1.5 million, only during evaluation for determining Award of the Contract. However, the actual Contract awarded will be for the amount of the original Bid. Bidders that do not meet the LSB Subcontractor participation goal will not be eligible for the preference.

Bidder’s attention is directed to the Instructions to Bidders, Paragraphs 7.B.6 and 14.B.1 and Supplementary Conditions Article SC7.4 that more fully describe the terms of the Small Business Program. BACKGROUND OVERVIEW AND PROJECT SCOPE

The goal of the Station Emergency Lighting, Contract No. 15II-120 is to upgrade the critical emergency lighting systems across the BART facilities (“Station Emergency Lighting Project”). In the event of a power failure, stations are at risk of black out conditions. An emergency lighting system switches on automatically when a building experiences a power outage and supports the energizing of emergency lighting for a minimum of 90 minutes. This allows for sufficiently lighted pathways for patron egress in the event of a power outage. Existing emergency lighting systems have been in operation for over twenty years and are nearing the end of their useful lifespan.

Each station upgrade includes, but is not limited to the following:

1. Demolition of existing emergency lighting system, Distribution Battery Units (“DBU’s”) and associated lamps, including asbestos abatement.

2. Provision, installation, and commissioning of:

a. New battery rooms

b. Battery room ventilation systems

c. Batteries and battery racks

d. Uninterruptible Power Supplies (“UPS”) 

e. Maintenance Bypass Cabinets (“MBC”)
f. Eyewash stations

g. Circuit breakers, distribution panels, DC battery disconnect switches, junction boxes, pull boxes, conduits, conductors, and wire fittings

h. Remote monitoring systems

The Station Emergency Lighting Project has been unbundled into 7 phases as further described herein. The first phase was completed in 2014; and it included the 19th St Station (K20) and the Civic Center Station (M40). This second phase of the project – in which this Invitation to Bid for Contract No. 15II-120 is specifically addressed - includes 11 station upgrades (A40, A50, A60, C10, K10, K30, R20, R30, R40, R60, and A10). Phases 3 and 4 of the project include the remaining M line stations and are projected to be released in calendar years 2019 and 2020 respectively. Phase 5 includes the remaining A line stations. Phase 6 includes the remaining C line stations. Phase 7 includes the remaining L and W line stations.

DESCRIPTION OF WORK TO BE PERFORMED

The Contractor shall provide all labor, materials, accessories, and incidentals necessary for the following major work elements as indicated on the Contract Drawings, and shall further consist of, but shall not be limited to, the following principal items: The furnishing of new station emergency lighting systems, including demolition of the existing emergency lighting systems, installation of new batteries and racks, uninterruptible power supplies, maintenance bypass cabinets, eyewash stations, circuit breakers, distribution panels, switches, junction boxes, pull boxes, conduits, and conductors. (the “Work”)

The Work shall further consist of providing all labor and material to install all necessary appurtenances for installation and connection of a complete Central Emergency Lighting System consisting of one-third of existing lighting in dedicated conduit systems as Indicated. The Work includes, but is not limited to, providing and installing battery rooms, battery room ventilation systems, batteries and corresponding battery racks, Uninterruptible Power Supplies (“UPS”) and corresponding Maintenance Bypass cabinets (“MBC”), eye wash stations, circuit breakers, distribution panels, DC battery disconnect switches, junction boxes, pull boxes, conduits, wires, cables, wire fittings, asbestos abatements and accessories required to complete the installation. The Work also includes, but not be limited to, installation, wiring, labeling and commissioning of the Central Emergency Lighting System; power to all emergency exit signs, lighting calculations for all stations; training for BART personnel; electrical studies; remote monitoring systems in electrical room, train control room, including conduit, wiring and fiber optics where needed between the rooms as indicated; and As-Built drawings.

The Work for this contract includes all labor, equipment, material and services required to upgrade the Station Emergency Lighting Systems at BART Facilities as listed below:

1. San Leandro Station (A40)
2. Bay Fair Station (A50)

3. Hayward Station (A60)

4. Rockridge Station (C10)

5. 12th Street Station (K10)

6. Macarthur Station Oakland (K30)

7. Downtown Berkeley Station (R20)

8. North Berkeley Station (R30)

9. El Cerrito Plaza Station (R40)

10. Richmond Station (R60)

11. Lake Merritt Station Oakland (A10)
San Leandro Station (A40), Bay Fair Station (A50), Hayward Station (A60), Rockridge Station (C10), MacArthur Station (K30), El Cerrito Plaza Station (R40), and Richmond Station (R60) are aboveground stations.

12th Street Station (K10), Downtown Berkeley Station (R20), North Berkeley Station (R30), and Lake Merritt Station (A10) are underground stations.

This contract will be funded by Measure RR Bond funds.

The total estimated value of this Contract is projected to be between: $10,000,000 to $14,000,000.

This Contract has an extremely aggressive completion delivery schedule which is being driven by the critical need to upgrade the emergency lighting systems at the most vulnerable BART stations in order to ensure safety. The projected estimated contract value of between: $10,000,000 to $14,000,000 by the District incorporates estimates of premium charges and expenditures in order to meet the required Contract Completion Time. All potential Contractors should thoroughly review the scope of work required in the eleven (11) stations, the restricted access availability for performing work during non-revenue and non- peak hours; and the required Contract Completion Time as specified in the Contract Documents. In order to facilitate the aggressive delivery schedule, the District will allow for the Contractor to work at up to six (6) BART stations simultaneously – so this could mean that the Contractor would need to field and support multiple work crews.

The total Contract Completion Time shall not exceed two hundred seventy (270) calendar days from the effective date of the Notice to Proceed. All Contract Work shall be completed as indicated in the Contract Documents.

Once a contract agreement is executed between the District and the Contractor the District may take up to ninety (90) calendar days to issue the Notice to Proceed.

PRE-BID MEETING AND JOBSITE TOURS
Because of the specific nature of the Work and the site conditions to be encountered by the potential Contactor, Work under this Contract can best be assessed by direct observation. Interested Contractors are highly encouraged to attend the Pre-Bid meeting and the two (2) separate Jobsite tours which are being offered by the District to help facilitate an understanding of the work required. BART has basically two types of stations: above ground and below ground. The station emergency lighting systems are slightly different between the above ground stations and below ground stations. Each of the two Jobsite tours will feature a walkthrough of one above ground station and one below ground station. Each Jobsite tour will feature different stations – so this way a potential Contractor will have a chance to inspect at least 4 of the 11 stations covered under this procurement and gain a greater understanding because each of the 11 stations are similar but have unique nuances. Both Jobsite tours will take potential Contractors into restricted areas of the BART stations which cannot be accessed by the general public.

A combined Pre-Bid meeting and the first Jobsite tour will be held on Wednesday August 29, 2018. The Pre-Bid meeting and site tour will convene promptly at 10:00 a.m. at the District's Offices at: 300 Lakeside Drive, Oakland, CA 94612, the 15th Floor Main Conference Room No. 1500. A conducted walk-through and inspection tour of the work areas specified in this Invitation to Bid will be performed following the Pre-Bid meeting. At the Pre-Bid meeting the District's Non-Discrimination Program for Subcontracting and the District’s Small Business Participation Program will also be explained.

At the conclusion of the Pre-Bid meeting which is expected to last approximately 90 minutes (10:00 to 11:30 a.m.) – after a short break for lunch – at approximately 12:45 a.m. - BART representatives will lead all those interested in the first Jobsite tour from our offices at: 300 Lakeside Drive walking to the 19th Street BART Oakland Station to get onto BART. For all those interested in attending the Jobsite tour, free BART transportation will be provided to the first two Jobsites. The first two Jobsites covered on the initial tour will be the underground 12th Street Station in Oakland at around 1:00 p.m.; followed up by the visit to the above ground Rockridge Station at around 2:30 p.m. It is estimated that the first Jobsite tour of the two stations will take approximately three (3) hours in total to complete. The Jobsite tour will conclude with the group returning to 300 Lakeside Drive. Alternatively, interested bidders may provide for their own transportation and join the Jobsite tour at the designated stations at the approximate times as specified. The station agent’s booth which is the most easterly will be the designated point to assemble before the start of the Jobsite tour.

There is a parking garage with ample space immediately behind BART’s building at: 300 Lakeside Drive. Visitor parking (charged by the hour) is available on the First Level (A) in the Kaiser Center Garage (North of Kaiser Center between Thomas Berkley Way/20th and 21st Streets). There are also additional parking garages within a few blocks of BART’s offices with lesser parking fees. Parking on city streets close to BART’s offices is time restricted and metered and is strictly enforced.

The second Jobsite tour will be held on Wednesday September 5, 2018 - and for those who wish to first assemble at the District's Offices at: 300 Lakeside Drive, Oakland, CA 94612, the 16th Floor Main Conference Room No. 1600 will be the initial assembly point at 9:30 a.m. - for those who desire free BART transportation will once again be provided to the second two Jobsites. The second two Jobsites covered on the second tour will be the underground Lake Merritt Station in Oakland at around 10:00 a.m.; followed up by the visit to the above ground Bay Fair Station at around 11:30 a.m. It is estimated that the second Jobsite tour of the two stations will take approximately three (3) hours in total to complete. Alternatively, interested bidders may provide for their own transportation and join the Jobsite tour at the designated stations at the approximate times as specified and assembling at the station agent’s booth.

It is not necessary, nor mandatory, for a potential Bidder to attend either the Pre-Bid Meeting and/or any of the two Jobsite tours in order to submit a bid for this contract; however, it is highly encouraged. Prospective Bidders may also just attend the Pre-Bid Meeting and not go on the Jobsite tours, if so desired. Because some parts of the eleven stations covered under this solicitation can be viewed and accessed by the general public prospective Bidders may also visit the stations at their own discretion – however the two aforementioned BART guided Jobsite tours are your only opportunity to visit restricted areas.

Prospective Bidders are requested to make every effort to attend this only scheduled Pre-Bid Meeting and Jobsite tours and to confirm their attendance by contacting the District’s Contract Administrator, Ron Coffey, at telephone number (510)-287-4775, or email to: rcoffey@bart.gov , prior to the date of the scheduled Pre-Bid meeting and Jobsite tour.

Matchmaking Session: In accordance with the District’s efforts to support the participation of Local Small Businesses (“LSBs”) and avoid discrimination in the use of minority and women owned businesses on District contracts, all Bidders are requested to participate in Matchmaking Session(s) for the Contract. The Bidder shall assign an officer or employee equivalent to the project manager, the project engineer, or the chief estimator on the Contract as its representative at all Matchmaking Session(s). Qualified firms will make themselves available to discuss individual subcontracting opportunities with Bidders at the session(s).

There will be one (1) Matchmaking Session for this Contract. The Office of Civil Rights will notify the Bidders of the time, date and location of the Pre-Bid Matchmaking Session.

Within seven (7) Days following notification of the date(s) for the Matchmaking Session, the Bidder shall notify BART’s Office of Civil Rights (“OCR”) of the name of the representative(s) that will be attending on behalf of the Bidder.

The District reserves the right to reject any and all Bids.

At the time of submitting a Bid, the Bidder must have both valid State Contractor's licenses: Classification A - General Engineering and a C-10 - Electrical and be in good standing with the Contractors' State License Board. Bidder shall also submit with the Bid, proof of current registration with the State Department of Industrial Relations (“DIR”) in conformance with the requirements of State Labor Code Section 1775.5 and Section 1771.1. If the Bidder is a joint venture, each of the joint venturers must have a current, active license in good standing to act separately in the capacity of a Contractor within the State, in accordance with Section 7029 and 7029.1 of the State Business and Professions Code and also be currently registered with the State DIR, or the Bid may be rejected. Also, if the Bidder is a Joint Venture, the Bidder may submit its valid State Contractor’s license number, classification, and expiration date with the Bid but shall submit such information no later than 2:00 p.m. on Friday of the week following the date of Bid opening to the Contract Administrator at the address indicated in the Instructions to Bidders. Any Bid submitted by a Specialty Contractor must be in compliance with Section 7059 of the State Business and Professions Code.

All work shall be performed in accordance with the Laws of the State of California.

Special attention is directed to Division 2, Part 7, Chapter 1, Article 2 of the State Labor Code concerning wages. Contractor and each Subcontractor shall pay to all workers employed on the Work not less than the prevailing rate of wages as determined by the Director of the State Department of Industrial Relations. Pursuant to Section 1773 of the State Labor Code, the District has obtained from the Director of the State Department of Industrial Relations the general prevailing rate of per diem wages and the general prevailing rate for holiday and overtime work in the locality(ies) in which the Work is to be performed and has copies available upon request from the Procurement Department, 300 Lakeside Drive, 17th Floor, Oakland, CA 94612. Contractor may be required to pay the wage rate of the most closely related craft or classification shown in such determinations for Contract Work or request a wage determination from the State Department of Industrial Relations (“DIR”) for the craft or classification.

Bidder’s attention is directed to Supplementary Conditions Article SC7.3.1 which describes the State Labor Code Sections 1725.5 and 1771.1 that, among other things, require all Contractors and Subcontractors to be registered with the DIR in order to be qualified to bid on this Contract or to be listed as a Subcontractor on any Bid submitted subject to the requirements of Section 4104 of the Public Contract Code, or engage in the performance of work in this Contract.

Bidders are informed that pursuant to Section 1771.4 of the State Labor Code, this Contract is subject to compliance monitoring and enforcement by the DIR. Furthermore, the Contractor shall post Jobsite notices, as prescribed by regulation. Pursuant to Section 1775 of the State Labor Code, the Contractor and Subcontractors are subject to being assessed a penalty of up to two hundred dollars ($200) by DIR for each calendar day for each worker who is paid less than the prevailing wage rate for the work or craft in which the worker is employed. Each Contractor and Subcontractor shall furnish the payroll records specified in Section 1776 of the State Labor Code directly to the Labor Commissioner at least monthly and in a format prescribed by the Labor Commissioner. In addition, under Section 1815 of the State Labor Code, workers who perform work in excess of eight (8) hours per Day, or more than forty (40) hours during any week, shall be compensated at no less than 1 ½ times the basic rate of pay for all hours worked in excess of eight (8) hours per Day, and any hours in excess of forty (40) hours during any week. Pursuant to Section 1813 of the State Labor Code, DIR may impose additional penalties of twenty-five dollars ($25) for each worker employed for each calendar Day during which the worker is required or permitted to work more than eight (8) hours a Day or forty (40) hours in a week without paying the required compensation.

Special attention is directed to Article GC7.1.2 of the General Conditions outlining Contractor's responsibilities for affirmative action relating to Fair Employment Practices.

The District hereby notifies all Bidders that it is the policy of the San Francisco Bay Area Rapid Transit District to ensure that Contractors who contract with the District do not discriminate or give a preference in the award of Subcontracts on the basis of race, national origin, color, ethnicity, or gender.

Bidder's attention is directed to the Supplementary Conditions which set forth the District's Non-Discrimination Program for Subcontracting for this Contract. Inquiries regarding only the District's Non-Discrimination Program for Subcontracting shall be directed to the District's Office of Civil Rights, 300 Lakeside Drive, 16th Floor, Oakland, California 94612 or telephone (510) 464-6100.

Bidders’ attention is directed to the Instructions to Bidders Paragraph 7.H entitled Financial Contribution Limitations. This Paragraph details each Bidder's responsibility for complying with BART Board of Directors Rule regarding financial contribution limitations.

Bidder's attention is directed to General Conditions Article GC9.7.1.1 which permits the substitution of securities by Contractor for any monies retained by the District to insure performance under this Contract.

Bidder’s attention is directed to the Instructions to Bidders Paragraph 7.E entitled Addendum A to Major Projects Project Stabilization Agreement. This Paragraph refers to the local hiring preferences for this Contract. Supplementary Conditions Article SC7.8 Preference for Local Residents provides additional information regarding the Major Projects Project Stabilization Agreement. Bidders and Subcontractors shall complete and sign the Addendum A - Major Projects Project Stabilization Agreement - Agreement To Be Bound contained in the Bid Form.

Each Bid shall be accompanied by a Bidder's Security equal to at least ten percent (10%) of the total Bid Price which shall remain in full force and effect for the period of time stated in the Instructions to Bidders, Paragraph 14.C. The Bidder’s Security must be in the form of cash, a cashier’s check, a certified check, a Bidder’s Bond, or a combination thereof. The Bidder to whom the Contract is awarded shall furnish specified Certificates of Insurance. Such Bidder shall also furnish a Performance Bond and a Labor and Materials Bond (“Payment Bond”), each in an amount not less than one-hundred percent (100%) of the Contract Price. Bonds shall be on forms provided by the District and shall be executed as surety by a corporation or corporations authorized to issue surety bonds in the State of California, as an admitted surety insurer and acceptable to the District.
