PROCUREMENT OF FASTENERS

NOTICE IS HEREBY GIVEN that sealed Bids will be received in two parts, a Technical Qualification Bid and a Price Bid, until the hour of 2:00 p.m., Tuesday, August 1, 2017, at the District Secretary’s Office, 23rd Floor, 300 Lakeside Drive, Oakland, California 94612 (mailing address: P.O. Box 12688, Oakland, California, 94604-2688) for Procurement of Fasteners, Contract No. 6M3378.  Only the Technical Qualification Bids will be opened publicly and announced at the said hour and date in the 23rd Floor Conference Room No. 2382T, Kaiser Center Building, 300 Lakeside Drive, Oakland, California.  Bids will thereafter be accepted or rejected by the District.  The Bidders are responsible to ensure their Bids are received at the time and location specified.

The time for receipt of Bids may be extended by the District's General Manager, or authorized representative, from the above-stated Bid Opening date.  Notice of such extension will be published at least once in a newspaper of general circulation in the District, which publication will be at least ten (10) Days before Bids are formally received and opened.

The procurement under this Contract, in general, consists of furnishing various types of mechanical fasteners for the District as indicated in the 605-Line Item Price Bid Form.

The estimated value of this Contract is $265,000.00 to $300,000.00.
A pre-Bid meeting will be held on Friday, July 7, 2017.  The pre-Bid meeting will convene at 10 a.m. at the District's Offices, at Conference Room 1700, 17th Floor, at 300 Lakeside Drive, Oakland, CA.  At the pre-Bid meeting, the District’s Non-Discrimination Program for Subcontracting will be explained.  Interested prospective Bidders are requested to confirm their intention to attend by notifying the District’s Contract Administrator Steve A. Alva, via E-Mail at salva@bart.gov, prior to the date of the scheduled pre-Bid meeting.
The Availability Percentages for this Two-Step Procurement Contract are, for Small Business Preference, 5%; Minority Business Enterprises (“MBEs”) 10% and for Women Business Enterprises (“WBEs”) 12%.

REQUIRED REGISTRATION ON BART PROCUREMENT PORTAL
In order for prospective Bidders to be eligible for award of a Contract being solicited on the BART Procurement Portal, such Bidders are required to be currently registered to do business with BART on the BART Procurement Portal on line at https://suppliers.bart.gov and have obtained Solicitation Documents, updates, and any Addenda issued on-line so as to be added to the On-Line Planholders List for this solicitation.

If a prospective Bidder is a joint venture or partnership, such entity may register on the BART Procurement Portal with the entity’s tax identification number (TIN) and download the Solicitation Documents so as to be listed as an on-line planholder under the entity’s name prior to submitting its Bid. If such entity has not registered on BART Procurement Portal in the name of the joint venture or partnership prior to submitting its Proposal, provided that at least one of the joint venturers or partners registered on line on the BART Procurement Portal and downloaded the Solicitation Documents so as to be added to the On-Line Planholders List for this solicitation, such entity will be required to register with the entity’s TIN as an on-line planholder following the submittal of Bids, in order for the entity to be eligible for award of this  Contract.

BIDDERS WHO HAVE NOT REGISTERED ON THE BART PROCUREMENT PORTAL PRIOR TO SUBMITTING A BID, (OR FOR A JOINT VENTURE OR PARTNERSHIP AS DESCRIBED ABOVE PRIOR TO AWARD) AND DID NOT DOWNLOAD THE SOLICITATION DOCUMENTS FOR THIS SOLICITATION ON LINE SO AS TO BE LISTED AS AN ONLINE PLANHOLDER FOR THIS SOLICITATION, WILL NOT BE ELIGIBLE FOR AWARD OF THIS CONTRACT.
Bidder should note that this Agreement is subject to the District’s Small Business Program that includes a preference of 5% of the lowest responsible Proposer’s price, up to a maximum of $250,000, for a certified Small Business Prime Contractor submitting a Bid on this Contract.  Inquiries regarding the District’s Small Business Program shall be directed to the District’s Office of Civil Rights, 300 Lakeside Drive, 16h Floor, Oakland, CA 94612, Telephone at (510) 464-6100, or to BART’s Website at:  www.bart.gov/ocr. Bids shall be submitted in accordance with, and subject to, the conditions contained in the Instructions to Bidders contained in the Contract Book to which prospective Bidders are referred in the District’s Vendor Portal.  Bidders are informed that all of these documents will be required in the preparation of Bids.  Each Bid shall be on a prescribed Bid Form and shall be for the entire Contract including all Bid Items.

The District may reject any and all Bids.

All work shall be performed in accordance with the laws of the State of California.

Special attention is directed to General Conditions Article P7.11 outlining Supplier's responsibilities for affirmative action relating to Fair Employment Practices.

The District hereby notifies all Bidders that it is the policy of the San Francisco Bay Area Rapid Transit District to ensure that suppliers who contract with the District do not discriminate or give a preference in the award of Subcontractors on the basis of race, national origin, color, ethnicity, or gender.

Bidder’s attention is directed to the Supplementary Conditions which set forth the District’s Non-Discrimination Program for Subcontracting for this Contract.  Inquiries regarding only the District’s Non-Discrimination Program for Subcontracting shall be directed to the District’s Office of Civil Rights at 300 Lakeside Drive, 16th Floor, Oakland, CA 94612, or telephone (510) 464-6100.

Bidder's attention is directed to the Instructions to Bidders Paragraph 10.A.5 entitled Financial Contribution Limitations.  This Paragraph details Bidder’s responsibility for complying with BART Board of Directors Rule regarding financial contribution limitations.

Bidder's attention is directed to General Conditions Article P9.3.1 which permits the substitution of securities by Supplier for any monies retained by the District to insure performance under this Contract.

Each Bid shall be accompanied by a Bidder's Security equal to at least 10 percent of the Total Bid Price which shall remain in full force and effect for the period of time stated in the Instructions to Bidders, Paragraph 20.C Price Bid Evaluation and Award.  The Bidder’s Security must be in the form of cash, a cashier’s check, a certified check, a Bidder’s Bond, or a combination thereof.  The Bidder to whom the Contract is awarded shall furnish specified Certificates of Insurance.  Such Bidder shall also furnish a Performance Bond in an amount not less than 25 percent of the Contract Price.  Bond shall be on forms provided by the District and shall be executed as surety by a corporation or corporations authorized to issue surety bonds in the State of California, as an admitted surety insurer and acceptable to the District.
