Minutes of the 1,516th Meeting

September 27, 2007
A regular meeting of the Board of Directors was held September 27, 2007, convening at 9:20 a.m. in the Board Room, 344 20th Street, Oakland, California.  President Sweet presided; Kenneth A. Duron, District Secretary.

Consent Calendar item brought before the Board was:

Approval of Minutes of the Meeting of September 13, 2007.
Director Murray moved that the Minutes of the Meeting of September 13, 2007, be approved.  Director Ward Allen seconded the motion, which carried by unanimous electronic vote.  Ayes – 7:  Directors Fang, Franklin, Keller, Luce, Murray, Ward Allen, and Sweet.  Noes – 0.  Absent – 2:  Directors Blalock and Radulovich.
Consent Calendar report brought before the Board was:

Audit of Directors’ Use of District Property.
The Board Meeting recessed at 9:21 a.m.

The Board Meeting reconvened at 11:12 a.m.

President Sweet noted that there were no Consent Calendar Addenda items, and called for the Reports of Standing Committees.
Director Franklin, Chairperson of the Administration Committee, brought the matter of Fiscal Year 2008 Short Range Transit Plan (SRTP) and Capital Improvement Program (CIP) before the Board.  Director Radulovich moved that the District’s Final Fiscal Year 2008 SRTP/CIP document be adopted and transmitted to the Metropolitan Transportation Commission and the Federal Transit Administration as required.  Director Murray seconded the motion, which carried by unanimous electronic vote.  Ayes – 9:  Directors Blalock, Fang, Franklin, Keller, Luce, Murray, Radulovich, Ward Allen, and Sweet.  Noes – 0.  
Director Fang, Chairperson of the Engineering and Operations Committee, brought the matter of Sole Source Procurement with Inter Clean Equipment for DynaBrite, an Alkaline Washing/Brightening Chemical, before the Board, and moved that the Board find, pursuant to Public Contract Code section 20227, by a two-thirds vote of all members of the Board, that Inter Clean Equipment (ICE) is the only source for the alkaline washing/brightener chemical, DynaBrite, for the revenue vehicles, and that the purchase is for the sole purpose of duplicating or replacing equipment or material in use by the District; and that the General Manager be authorized to enter into direct negotiations with ICE to execute a one-year contract in a base amount not to exceed $140,000.00, including applicable sales tax and delivery, with the option to purchase two additional years of DynaBrite, for a total price not to exceed $420,000.00, including applicable sales tax and delivery.  Director Blalock seconded the motion, which carried by the required two-thirds majority.  Ayes – 9:  Directors Blalock, Fang, Franklin, Keller, Luce, Murray, Radulovich, Ward Allen, and Sweet.  Noes – 0. 
Director Fang reported that the committee had received and discussed the Strategic Maintenance Program Progress Report.  

Director Radulovich, Chairperson of the Planning, Public Affairs, Access, and Legislation Committee, reported that the committee had received and discussed a report on Capital Program Funding – Ongoing Efforts and Opportunities.

President Sweet asked for the General Manager’s Report.  General Manager Dorothy Dugger reported that she had traveled to Washington DC at the invitation of the Eno Transportation Foundation to participate in a continuing dialog aimed at shaping the reauthorization of transportation legislation, and while in Washington she had also met with several members of the Bay Area congressional delegation, and staff of Department of Transportation and Federal Transit Administration regarding the Oakland Airport Connector project.  Ms. Dugger reported she had presented an overview of the District’s future reinvestment needs to the Metropolitan Transportation Commission.  
Director Ward Allen, Chairperson of the District Security Advocacy Ad Hoc Committee, had no report.

President Sweet brought Roll Call for Introductions before the Board.  Director Radulovich requested the District investigate market rate parking charges at Daly City Station, with the intent of extending BART/MUNI FastPass to Daly City Station, with the proposal to the Board to include cost/benefit analysis.
Director Radulovich exited the meeting.

President Sweet brought Proposed Revisions to Board Rules 3-1.5 (a) and 3-3.5 (e).  Director Fang briefly introduced the item and moved that the Board of Directors adopt the proposed revisions to Board Rules 3-1.5(a) and 3-3.5(e).  (The proposed revisions are attached and hereby made a part of these Minutes.)  Director Blalock seconded the motion, which carried by unanimous electronic vote.  Ayes – 8:  Directors Blalock, Fang, Franklin, Keller, Luce, Murray, Ward Allen, and Sweet.  Noes – 0.  Absent – 1:  Director Radulovich.
President Sweet called for General Discussion and Public Comment.  Mr. Jerry Grace addressed the Board.

Director Franklin thanked Director Luce and his wife, Olga, and Government and Community Relations for their involvement in the Hispanic Heritage Month event in Hayward.  

President Sweet announced that the Board would enter into closed session under Item 8-A (Public Employee Appointment) and Item 8-B (Conference with Labor Negotiators – Public Employee Performance Evaluation) of the regular meeting agenda, and that the Board would adjourn upon conclusion of the closed session.

The Board Meeting recessed at 11:30 a.m.
